DEMAND THE REPEAL OF THE LAW ALLOWS Involuntary 29737 IN MENTAL HEALTH.


•
This standard, published in the Journal El Peruano on July 6 last amended Article 11 of the General Health Law and allows people interned with psychosocial disabilities (mental illness) and addictions, regardless of who are citizens who have the right to be informed and consent to all treatment and / or placement, except in an emergency situation, as expressly General Health Law.


•
We believe that the law passed to be repealed for the following reasons:


•
• It is contrary to Article 2 of the Constitution which enshrines fundamental rights of individuals under the criterion of equality before the law, fair treatment and guarantees of personal freedom.


•
• contravenes what is stated in Law No. 26842, General Health, Articles 4, 5, 15, 27, says the framework within which medical treatment should be provided.


•
• contravenes Article 7 of the American Convention on Human Rights, which recognizes the right to liberty and security


•
• This is in contrast to the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, in Articles 3, 12, 14, 15, 17 and 25, guarantees the right to dignity, the freedom to make their own decisions equality before the law and nondiscrimination, the right to liberty and personal security, the Freedom from torture or other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment, obliging States parties to take appropriate legislative, administrative, judicial or other measures to avoid, the protection of personal integrity, the right to receive the same quality to others on the basis of free and informed consent.

• It is contrary to the principles of non-stigmatization, discrimination, treatment, retention and inclusion of people with mental disorder in their family and community, established by the World Health Organization through the Caracas Declaration on Restructuring psychiatric care.

• It considers that the Peruvian Constitutional Court jurisprudence has issued stating that: "... intramural versus treatment of cases of people with mental health problems, and within those who suffer from addictions, should be preferred extramural care, consistent with integration of the mentally ill into society, especially his family and community. "


•
• Both the Special Rapporteur on Torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment, and the Special Rapporteur on the Right of everyone to the enjoyment of the highest attainable standard of physical and mental health of the United Nations, stressed that the existence of a disability is not a legal justification for the deprivation of liberty, including denial of informed consent.

Based on the foregoing, the undersigned organizations and institutions demand the immediate repeal of the Law No. 29,737, and remember its obligation to the Peruvian State to closely consult with people with disabilities in the development and implementation of legislation and policies issues concerning them.
